Reading
should be enjoyable and if they are struggling, it
can deter their interest.

* Make reading special by creating a reading space
in your home or visiting the local library to attain
a library card.

e Discuss what you read with your child. Ask them
questions about the text.

e Ask your child’s teacher what skills your child
may need more support in and then ask for
resources to utilize at home.
